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435 Rhetorical Theory and Criticism (3)

A course providing an historical framework for current perspective on
communication through the exploration of classical and contemporary rhe-
torical theory. Students then apply this theoretical foundation to the criticism
of rhetorical acts. Both the nature and strategies of rhetoric and criticism are
explored. Prerequisite: Speech Communication 351 or permission. Offered alter-
nate fall terms.

Cooperative Education (CED)

Cooperative Education is a process which expands student learning be-
yond the classroom. Commonly referred to as internship, this on-site learning
is planned and supervised work which relates to a student’s major field of
study or career path.

202 Career Education (2)

An emphasis on career education for students in the middle grades.

205 Introduction to Field Experience (0)

A preparation for the field experience that is concerned with career re-
search, job seeking skills, and Doane's Internship Program requirements.
This course or permission by the Director of Career Development is a prerequisite
forany internship course. A student may take this course only once. (Pass/Fail)
