COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course covers the complete scope of typography from the anatomy of type and the basic
rules of creating professional level type through designing with type and learning how to choose
the correct type style to convey a clear and distinct message. Also this class will focus on design
theory and principals so that the student will learn how to use these ideas along with the rules of
typography to create clean, professional looking designs.

4. How to take their own design ideas to another level.
5. How to correct flaws in finished pieces using professional typographic and design principals.
